In the best interest of the student and Saint Innocent’s Academy, the undersigned parent(s) or legal guardian of the student (under eighteen) agrees to the following:

1. I give permission for and encourage my child’s home school education and attendance at Saint Innocent’s Academy.

2. I give permission to my child to participate in the following activities that may have some inherent risk. I understand that neither Saint Innocent’s Academy, nor any of its employees, students or volunteers, shall be liable to myself or my child for any claim rising out of these activities:

a. Interscholastic sports

b. Wood and metal workshop, agriculture and fishing

c. Field trips, outings, student riding in school or staff/volunteer vehicles

d. Extra curricular activities

I understand and agree that students must follow safety rules and procedures, including, but not limited to, wearing bicycle helmets when bike riding, safety eyewear for woodworking and metalworking, and Personal Flotation Devices such as life vests while boating.

3. In the event that a medical emergency should occur while my child is attending Saint Innocent’s Academy, I authorize any agent of the Academy to seek and obtain medical care and treatment, and I authorize any physician, hospital or medical institution to render necessary care at my expense.

4. I understand that Saint Innocent’s Academy has the right to refuse or dismiss any student whose conduct or influence is unsatisfactory, and any student who breaks the commitments that are agreed to at acceptance.

5. I understand that any authorized agent of Saint Innocent’s Academy has access to all dormitories and private belongings at any time for the purpose of inspection.

6. I understand that before sending food or money to my child I will first contact Academy administration and that all money and food sent will be kept by Academy administration until needed by the student.

7. I will assume responsibility for any destructive acts of my child while attending the Academy, and will reimburse or repay for any loss incurred by the actions of my child.

8. If infractions of school rules or wayward behavior occur and disciplinary action is necessary I understand that the dean and/or assistant dean may use verbal exhortation and rebuke as needed with a student. The student may also be subjected to a “time out” interval during which he is asked to be on silence.

9. I understand that during the course of the days at Saint Innocent’s Academy the men will be asked to work from time to time at paid jobs as part of their training and that all proceeds will go directly to the Academy as fund raising monies.

10. I will provide for my student’s clothing needs in general and in specific for the school uniform as required

11. I will provide my son with a calling card or other adequate means of making regular long distance phone calls home. 

12. Tuition covering room, board, educational materials, instruction and other essentials is $6500 per school year. It may be paid at $650 per month, from September through June, and is due the first of each month. A number of months can be paid for in advance if desired.

13. I agree to disclose to Fr. Paisius any and all of my son’s problems of a legal or moral nature which could adversely impact the Academy, its families, and students. I understand that failure to disclose such problems or behaviors may result in instant dismissal of the student at the Dean’s discretion.
