· Room, board, local transportation and tutoring as needed:  $6500 for the school year.  Tuition may be prorated at $650.00 per month, payable by the first of the month, September through June.  Please factor in the long mail delivery time to Kodiak when mailing your check so that it arrives on time. 
· Summer tuition of $1300 may be prorated at $650/month, payable at the first of each month, July and August.

· Transportation to Kodiak, medical and dental expenses, and clothing and gear on the ‘To Bring or Not to Bring’ list, are parent responsibilities and not included in the monthly fee.  Please send monies which are to be used for a special purpose to the Dean’s Office so that we and you can keep track of them. 

· As part of our program, students sixteen or older may be asked from time to time to participate in a team work project and to contribute that paycheck to the Academy. 

Should you need tuition assistance, please ask your relatives, parish, diocese, and bishop. The Academy does not have endowment funds for scholarships.  Please compare our prices, which are about $22 per day per student, with other boarding schools, Orthodox, Christian, or secular.
